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Levee Certification

üCertification ðProcess that specifically deals 

with the design & physical condition of a levee.

üResponsibility of the levee owner or community in 

charge of leveeõs O&M 

üCertification must be completed prior to be 

eligible for accreditation by FEMA (44 CFR 65.10)

üDocumentation is provided to FEMA to let them 

know that a registered PE certified the levee & 

meets the criteria to provide risk reduction from 

1% annual chance flood.
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How is a Levee Certified?

üCommunity or levee owner must work with a 

licensed engineer or a federal agency that is 

responsible for levee design.

üDevelop & certify documentation that levee 

meets the design construction standards for 

at least 1% annual chance flood. 

üLevee certification does not warrant or guarantee 

performance and is the responsibility of the levee 

owner to ensure it is being maintained and 

operated properly. 
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How does a Levee become 
Accredited?

üTo be accredited, a levee must meet all Title 44 CFR 

section 65.10 (a ðe) requirements which include

ÅCertification Requirements 
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Accredited Levee System
üA levee that FEMA has shown on the (FIRM) 

Flood Insurance Rating Map as to providing 

protection from the 1 percent annual chance or 

greater flood. 
ïBased on the submittal of data and documentation as 

required by Title 44 CFR Section 65.10

ïFEMAõs accreditation is not a health or safety 

standard, it only affects insurance and building 

requirements.
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FEMAõs Role
üFEMA does not own, operate, maintain, 

inspect or certify levees. FEMAõs review and 

response is based on the certification data 

and documentation submitted by the levee 

owner. 

üIdentifying and mapping the level of flood risk 

associated with levees and only accredits 

them when showing compliance with 44 CFR 

65.10 is provided.

FEMAõs Role
üFEMA has a responsibility to the public to 

identify risks associated with levees that are 

either not certified or no longer compliant  

with 44 CFR 65.10 

üAreas behind non-accredited levees will be 

shown on FIRMõs as a high risk floodplain.
